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A valid Georgia license plate can be 
transferred from a vehicle that is no longer 
owned to a newly-purchased or acquired 
vehicle for a fee of $5. In order to transfer a 
tag, you must be the ® rst titled or registered 
owner of both the old and new vehicle. By 
transferring a license plate for $5, you can 
avoid purchasing a new tag for $20.

A standard Georgia tag is not transferable 
between individuals. Certain prestige or 
specialty plates can be transferred between 
individuals, however. In order to transfer 
between individuals, you must complete a 
tag relinquishment form (form T-237). It 
must be signed by you and the person to 
whom the tag is being transferred.  This 
form is available at any of our ® ve tag of® ce 
locations.  It can also be downloaded from 
the State's website: 
http://motor.etax.dor.ga.gov/forms/motor.aspx.

 
· You must transfer the tag to the newly-

acquired vehicle within 30 days of the  
purchase date.

·  The vehicle that was sold and the newly-
acquired vehicle must require the same 

 type of tag.  For example, you cannot 
transfer an automobile tag to a trailer.

·  The title must be applied for on the 
newly-acquired vehicle either prior 
to or at the same time that the tag is 
transferred.

·  If the newly-acquired vehicle does not 
require a title, you will need to provide 
proof of ownership such as a bill of sale 
or the vehicle's license plate registration 
certi® cate. 

·  The newly-acquired vehicle must have 
valid Georgia liability insurance.

·  Most passenger cars and light trucks 
under 8,500 pounds require a passing 
Georgia Emissions Inspection certi® cate. 
Visit cleanairforce.com to ® nd out which 
vehicles require testing.

·  The registered owner must have a valid 

Georgia Driver's License or Georgia ID 
card.

· You will need to provide the tag number 
you want to transfer, and the vehicle 
identi® cation number or title number 
of the newly-acquired vehicle to the tag 
of® ce.

The normal charge associated with a tag 
transfer is $5. Depending on the situation, 
additional fees may apply.

Did  You Know?
Scenario:  A motorist buys a used vehicle in May. The previous 
owner had it tested for emissions in February. The new owner uses 
the emission inspection from February to register the vehicle in May. 
The new owner's birthday is in December. Will the vehicle need to 
be tested for emissions for the December registration renewal, even 
though the emission test is still valid for two more months?
 
Answer:  No. If the emission inspection is still valid (dated within 
the last 12 months), the new owner can use the emission inspection 
from the previous owner for registration renewal.

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Senior  Ci ti zens Emissions Exemp tio ns

Many senior citizens may be exempt from 
getting a vehicle emissions test for renew-
ing vehicle registration. If you meet all of 
the following criteria, you may qualify for 
a senior emissions exemption.

Ÿ You are 65 years of age or older
Ÿ Your vehicle is 10 model years old or     
      older
Ÿ Your vehicle is driven less than 5,000 
      miles per year
Ÿ You are a registered owner of the  
      vehicle (your name is listed on the 
      vehicle title/registration)

Seniors can apply for this waiver 
by completing a senior exemption 
application form available at all Gwinnett 
County tag of® ces or a Clean Air Force 
Emissions Waiver Center. Seniors can also 

request an application from the Clean 
Air Force by calling 1-800-449-2471 or 
online at cleanairforce.com. You can also 
request the form by calling Customer 
Service at 770-822-8818.

Completed applications should be sub-
mitted with vehicle tag renewal notices 
at a tag of® ce. Note that those eligible 
for this waiver must apply for it each year.

For 2009 registra tio n, a valid, passing Georgia emission
inspection is required on all 1985 - 2006 model year gas powered 
vehicles weighing up to 8,500 pounds gross vehicle weight prior to 
renewing.

All Gwinnett County Tag Of® ces process out-of-area and senior 
emissions for Gwinnett County residents.
